Studios

Our Belleville location at 377 Front St. has 3 loft studios, mirrors, barres, viewing windows and safe-impact flooring. The waiting room is large and comfortable, with books, toys and movies.

This location also has a Senior Lounge for card-holding students. This area has a change room, kitchenette with fridge and microwave, TV and DVD player. 

Our Stirling location at 41 W Front St. is upstairs at the Stirling Theatre. It is a large, newly renovated space with safe-impact flooring and air-conditioning. 

Classes for Ages 2 To Adult. All Levels

Tap, Jazz, Classical Ballet, Acro-Dance, Pointe, Hip Hop, Bollywood, Contemporary, and Pre-Dance

Our classes are taught by competent, friendly instructors, who are dedicated to passing on the love of dance, along with the technical skills required at each level. 

½ Hour: $8.00 /  45 Minutes: $11.00 /  1 Hour: $14.00 (plus GST)

Unlimited Dance Classes: $200 a Month 

Payment for classes is broken down into two terms: the first one running from September to December, and the second one running from January to June. Classes are payable one term at a time, and there is a $15.00 registration fee per family. Depending on which night you take classes there are approximately 15 weeks in first term and 21 weeks in second term. If you have more then one child enrolled in dance classes, or if your child is taking two or more classes a week, you receive 10% off your semester’s class fees. We offer additional discounts for multiple classes. 

We take payment plans in a series of post-dated cheques.

Classes with an enrolment of less than three students, by the end of September, may be cancelled. The students may join another class, or if choosing not to, fees will be refunded. Sorry, it is not economically viable to run a class with under 3 students. 

Class sizes for younger students are usually kept to ten students, or less.

Registration:

You may pre-register by phone or e-mail, and bring payment to your first class.

You may also register at our booth at the Quinte Mall on Club Registration Days in September.

Cancellations and Make-Up Classes:
Classes may be cancelled if the instructor is ill, or for inclement weather. If a student misses a class, they may make it up in another class of the same level, if there is one available. There are no refunds for missed classes.

There are no refunds for lesson fees if a student does not finish a term…the only exception being, if after trying one class, the student decides not to continue.  In cases of cancellation, we notify people by e-mail only, (not by phone), and we post it on our website by 1:00 pm of the same day. 

Attire:

Pre-Dance: Bodysuit, (any color and style), and any color tights. Pink ballet slippers with elastic; little bows tucked in so they are not showing. Little ballet skirts are fine.

Ballet: Black bodysuit, (any style), and ballet-pink tights. Ballet slippers as above. 

Jazz and Tap: Black bodysuit (any style), and tights (any color) Ages four to six: black gymnastic-type slippers, or black ballet slippers for jazz, and black patent-leather tap shoes. Ages seven and up: suntan-colored, soft-leather, slip-on jazz shoes, and suntan-colored tap shoes with slight heel and buckle-strap. 

Hip Hop: t-shirt and loose pants. Indoor runners or hip hop sneakers.

Boys: T-Shirt, comfortable trackpants. Black jazz or tap shoes, or black ballet slippers.

Grooming: All ballet students need hair in a bun, if long enough. Jazz and tap students require hair back from face, in a ponytail, braid, etc. No heavy jewelry please. 

Recital:

Recital will be held at the Stirling Theatre this year, on Sunday, June 20. Tickets will be $10 each. Costumes will be no more then $55.00 for students ages four to ten and no more then $85.00 for students ages eleven and older. Pre-Dance costumes are $35.00 each. Senior Ballet and Pointe costumes may be up to $120. A costume deposit of $20 per outfit is due by the end of first term. We encourage all students to participate in recital!

Exams:

Students age five and up may be eligible for exams at the end of the dance year. Students are chosen to do exams at the teacher’s discretion. Exams are through the Canadian Dance Teacher’s Association and the Cecchetti Society.  Fees for exams vary depending on the level. 
Competition:
Students are chosen to be part of the Competition Team at the teacher’s discretion. Invitations are issued at the end of each dance season.  We are Belleville’s largest Comp Team, and are proud to be Platinum Medal Recipients, and Over-All Trophy Winners.

Classroom Etiquette:
Any student disrupting a class, and continuing to do so after being asked to refrain, may be asked to sit out for a few minutes to re-group. 

Our studio is a Peanut-Free and Gum-Free Zone. 

Respect for classmates, and teachers, is a must. 

Little ones should try to use the washroom before or after class, if possible.

Street-shoes/outside footwear must not be worn in the studio or waiting room. Please leave outer footwear in the Hallway.

Children dancing longer than 30 minutes may bring a bottle of water into class.

Please do not touch the mirrors or hang on the barres.

Performance Opportunities:

If you know of a charity event, or other public event that might like to have dancers perform, please let us know. Performing in their community is a wonderful opportunity for the students. Last season, students performed at Hospice Kingston Charity Dance Show, Belmont Retirement Home, Silk Route Restaurant, Stirling 150th Anniversary, Classic Cruisers Car Show, Bethal Church Pie Social, and Summerfest. At the end of every two months we have “watch-weeks”, where family and friends are invited into the class to observe. 

Last Class:

If you are in the last class of the night/day, please pick your child up on time. Starting ten minutes after the last class ends, we charge for the time we have to wait with students. Instructors are not free for discussion before, between, or after classes, because we like to keep the classes running on time.
